The Cold Weather Rule ensures that you have
electric, gas, and water service during the
winter. A utility company can't disconnect

your service when the temperature is
forecasted to drop below 35 degrees

Fahrenheit within the following 48-hour
period.

The purpose of this amendment is to permit
qualified low-income elderly persons to have
reduced water, sanitary sewer and sanitation
